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A very successful PAGB awards workshop was held on the 24th January 2010 
at Carlton Community Centre, Pontefract, very kindly organised by our hard 
working president, Pat Reed AFIAP DPAGB and her team. The 4 advisors 
were, Rod Wheelans, MPAGB APAGB ARPS EFIAP, Ann Greiner MPAGB, 
Simon Allen MPAGB EFIAP, and Richard Spiers DPAGB. 

YPU club members attended, both to gain appraisal of their work as a preamble 
to applying for an award, and as interested spectators to have a chance to see 
some fabulous images, appraised by top class advisors. 

The day started with tea and coffee, at 9.30am, followed by a presentation of 
prints attaining a passing score for the Credit, Distinction and Masters level. 
Questions from the floor were encouraged throughout the presentation, which 
made for a fascinating discussion.  

Following the presenta-
t ion ,  par t ic ipants , 
showed a selection of 
their own images, (10 to 
15 prints for Credit 
Level, 15 to 20 for    
Distinction, and 20 to 25 
for Masters), to all four 
of the advisors, to have 
an appraisal of their 
work. All of the advisors 
were extremely helpful, 
and assessed each  
image on its own     
merits.  Images were 
split into 3 piles, prob-

able pass, borderline and probable fail. Advice was given on how to improve the 
image to attain a pass. In a lot of images just a bit more work on the print itself! 

As participants waited to have their own work appraised, it was a great         
opportunity to see and admire other people’s work, chat with them, and learn 
from the advisor’s very positive and helpful critique of the prints. 

Following the lunch break, a presentation of participant’s slides and digital    
images was shown. Again, great advice was given from the advisors, and  
questions from the floor made this, another very helpful, entertaining exercise.  

Some of the projected digital images were thought to be lacking in quality, some 
showing pixelation, and colour casts. Advice was given on how to correct the 
images. Howard Tate, in charge of both the digital and slide projectors was also 
very helpful with advice on calibrating monitors and the best way to present   
digital images. 
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After the projected     
images, print participants 
continued to have their 
work appraised. Every-
one had access to all 4 
of the advisors, who   
carried on cheerfully, 
despite some of them 
having return journeys of 
150 miles or more! 

There was a great buzz 
of enthusiasm around the 
room all day. It was a 
wonderful chance to chat 
to other YPU club members, admire work, discuss different image manipulation 
and printing techniques, and generally have a great time! 

A great vote of thanks from all of the participants goes to Rod, Ann, Simon and 
Richard for their marathon critique, which encouraged and inspired everyone 
who had their work appraised, to have a crack at the PAGB awards. 

A huge thank you also goes to Pat and her wonderful team for organising such 
a brilliant day. Can’t wait for the next one!

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“Fifteen!” Applause ripples round the room as the judges award maximum points to the image 
of a punch landing on a crumpled face – perfect timing by boxer and photographer alike. We 
know how the recipient felt: we were being knocked out too; our top mark was 13, and we only 
got 2 of them. “Is it one of yours?” I whispered to Sue Moore from Arden, who was sitting next 
to me. “No. Boxing, it’s probably Wigan 10”.   It was. 

Further stunning images appeared: the motorcyclist in mid air as his machine slides away, a 
snow monkey emerging from a hot spring with punk hair, egrets in a mid air fight, hawks   
capturing or eating their prey and so on. There were also some great portraits amongst many 
excellent images which scored well but, sadly, not many landscapes and they were not doing 
well. This was particularly unfortunate because we had a fair few landscapes, following     
success in Harrogate and the YPU. 

But Connors Quay is not like the club scene or the YPU; it’s another world and the rules are 
different. The criteria, standards and fashions are those of the international competitions and 
salons, and many of the images on show had not just been accepted but had often received 
awards at that level. 

So how could I, seated in the middle of a vast sports hall with about 300 people, see prints 
which being shown to judges 30 or 40 feet away? The answer is that each one was           
photographed as it was put up and the image projected onto a large screen within seconds. 
This was the first time that this system of projection had been used and it worked superbly. 

The Hall also had a Permajet stand and a few others who were sponsoring the event and the 
College had a student style restaurant which took some time to realise that we were working 
to a different timescale. They were not open when we arrived to book in the prints; the      
selection of 5 mono (minimum required) and 7 colour from 6 authors had been made a few 
weeks before. However we soon got an essential coffee and, later, lunch. 

Soon after the judging started it was obvious that we not going to be a top 8 finalist and that 
we would be in the Plate Competition. We were averaging just over 11; in contrast Sue told 
me that Arden scored entirely 14s and 15s! Pudsey, the other YPU club were within a point or 
two of us. Why? Why were both the clubs representing England’s largest, and many would 
say greatest, county doing so badly? Do we have no world class photographers? Of course

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we do, so why do we struggle to do well at the PAGB championships? 

I believe that there are 3 reasons. Firstly our talent is widely spread over many clubs; we 
probably don’t have a single club like Smethwick, Arden or Wigan 10 which has 5 or more 
members of international standard. Secondly we don’t have clubs whose membership is actu-
ally or effectively by invitation, and who seem to be dedicated to competing and winning at the 
highest level. (Not being a member of such a club I’m only surmising about their motivation). 

The third reason is fashion. Even I knew that Record shots were not in fashion at this level; I 
can’t recall seeing a single one and we didn’t take any. So what did well? Apart from top class 
sport and nature, the largest single category could best be described as ethnic portraits and 
urban or village scenes from developing countries East of Athens, often Georgia. Would   
portraits of lads outside their back to back terraces in, say,  Chapeltown or Harehills score so 
highly? If taken as well (and the ethnic shots were well composed and technically excellent) 
they should, but I suspect that they might not.  

Back to the fray. The first round ended and we languished about 5th from bottom. We had 30 
minutes or so to select our top 5 images from 3 different authors for the plate competition. Our 
12s and 13s went in along with a new dramatic mono landscape of a style which was scoring 
reasonably well. We anguished over the 5th image. Meanwhile next to us Sue, from Arden, 
was trying to decide which 14 point image to take out to make a place for an even better one 
from her reserves! (which incidentally scored 15). We continued to agonise but finally decided 
to risk a new colour landscape which had triumphed at the club and got a YPU certificate. 

Perhaps I should stop now and we can all dream. In the real world our new landscape was 
first up and when it scored 10 we knew our chance had gone. Our final score of 60 placed 
us19th out of 25. Pudsey, with 62 were 12th equal. The same 5 clubs as last year shared the 
top 5 places with Wigan 10 narrowly supplanting Arden for first place.  

Was it worth it? Was it a 
good day out? Without 
question the answer to both 
is yes; we saw over 300 
superb images as well as 
meeting up with many  
fellow photographers. The 
top clubs certainly set the 
standards and, while we 
probably won’t be booking 
our trips to Asia or the  
Caucasus, there were 
plenty of examples of   
images to inspire and   
remind us what we can all 
take in and around the 
North of England and on 
our usual trips and        
holidays.

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The following extracts are from the PAGB Handbook issued in 1940.  Its’ name at that 
time was: “The Alliance Year Book – The Official Year Book of the Photographic        
Alliance and of its Constituent Members.” 

 
Alliance Publications During the War 

The Alliance Executive have decided to continue the publication of the Year Book 
and the Red Book, as far as may be possible, in the continuation of the war. 
(I am not sure what the Red Book was – does anyone know?) 
 

Foreword 
One of the surprising and, I may add, gratifying things in these days of a second      
European conflagration in our lifetime, must be the way in which organised     
photography holds its position after nine months of war. 

It says a great deal for the service rendered by the allied associations, and for the 
spirit of comradeship among the members, that the societies have been able to 
maintain their position as live concerns, in spite of restriction in their proceedings 
and of reduction of their personnel.  The coincidence of the outbreak of war and 
the beginnng of the societies’ winter season was, undoubtedly, prejudicial to soci-
ety activities; the blackout has been, and must continue to be, detrimental to at-
tendance of members, and to attendance of lecturers not well acquainted with the 
localities. 

The societies connected with the Alliance, through their membership of the allied       
associations, number 414.  They are distributed as follows:  England and Wales, 
353; Scotland, Northern Ireland and Eire, 18; British Dominions, 28; Europe, 
USA, and Argentina, 15.  For the purpose of comparison, the figures to be taken 
are those of    England and Wales, because these are the only countries which 
are wholly covered by the allied associations.  Their figure of 353 societies is a 
drop of less than four per cent; from the record figure reached a year ago.  

The whole of the information in connection with the Federations and Unions, and 
the Central Association, is revised by the Hon. Secretaries of these organisations, 
and brought up to date for the purpose of the Year Book.  To these, my friends 
and collaborators, my cordial thanks are expressed, for the readiness with which 
they have given their help in the production of this Year Book, 1940-41.

The 1940 Year Book lists each Federation’s judges and lecturers, as we still do today, 
and it is interesting to compare the numbers listed on the YPU’s pages in 1940 - 20 
judges and 76 Lecturers, with those of today – 54 and 61 respectively. 

Mr. A.G. (Gus) Bigney’s name appears on the YPU’s lecture list in 1940, and he retired 
from it in 2000 – a marathon of 60 years or more.  What service!  It was he who gave me 
this Year Book some time ago for the YPU’s archive. 

Also listed in the Year Book is every society, complete with the secretary’s name and 
address, in each Federation.  In 1940 the YPU had 34, just over half of the 64 we have 
now.  The names of the 1940 societies affiliated to the YPU are listed as:

There are some references to the affect war was having on the Union and its clubs about 
this time, in Keith Adamson’s excellent history of the Yorkshire Photographic Union – 
The First Hundred Years 

“During the war years there were restrictions on travel so the Annual Conferences were 
all held in Leeds.  Those until 1943 were hosted by the Armley and Wortley Society.” 

“In 1940 the March Delegates’ Meeting was held as the AGM.  W.E.Gundill, the current 
secretary, reported that new societies had been formed at Malton and Holmfirth, both of 
which proposed to join the YPU after the war,.  Brighouse, and the Sheffield and        
Hallamshire Society had to close down and resigned from the Union.” 

“The question of war-time restrictions on photography was discussed but it was felt that 
this was a matter for individual members and that there was no useful action which the 
Union could take.” 

“Many members went into the forces or war work, and the imposing of the blackout led to 
a further drop in attendance at club meetings.  Some clubs lost their meeting places, 
some held fewer meetings, and others moved to weekends.” 

In the archive we have PAGB handbooks going back to 1975 – plus the one for 1940, 
and YPU Exhibition catalogues for as far back as 1957.  If you have any long service 
members in your club who may be hoarding some of the old publications missing from 
our collection, we would be grateful if you would ask them, and if they have, would they 
consider donating them to the archive.

Car parking at Ripon St John University.  There is no parking on site except for visitors 
with a disabled badge. There are two public car parks nearby - Monk Bar car park on St 
John's St and Union Terrace car park on Clarence St - both are just a few minutes’ walk 
from the University. Current charges for these are £3.40  for 2 hours, £5.10 for 3 hours, 
£7.10 for 4 hours and £9.00 for 5 hours.  If you park at the Union Terrace car park, you 
can buy a long stay ticket for all-day parking priced £10.00 
 
Collection of print boxes from the Assembly Venue.  The only vehicular access to York 
St John is from Clarence Street via a small service road (opposite the coach park, the 
north side of the new university building).  The exit road is the same as the entrance 
road.  There will be temporary parking allowed to pick up print boxes from the foyer of 
Temple Hall.  Print Boxes to be collected by 5pm 
 
York Park and Ride (£2.30 return bus ticket, car parking free).  The nearest drop-off point 
to York St John and King’s Manor is Museum Street which is on the Green Line, so you 
will need to park at Rawcliffe Bar at the A19 (North) junction on the outer ring road.  You 
will need to allow approximately 30 minutes to get from Rawcliffe Bar to the University.  
When you get off the bus, walk down Museum Street, towards the Minster, turn left at the 
traffic lights, passing the Theatre Royal on your right and the Art Gallery on your left, and 
the entrance to King’s Manor.  To continue to York St John go straight on at the traffic 
lights and along Gillygate.  Turn right at the next traffic lights, along Lord Mayor’s Walk 
and the University pedestrian entrance is on your left.  Temple Hall is directly in front of 
you. The walk will take you approximately 15 minutes. 
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Other Park and Ride car parks 
are: Askham Bar  2 miles SW 
of York, near the A64 (Leeds-
Scarborough road) ,  the 
McArthur Glen Designer Outlet 
2.5 miles S of York, at the junc-
tion of the A19 (York-Doncaster 
road) and the A64 (Leeds-
Scarborough road), Grimston 
Bar 2.5 miles E of York, near 
the junction of the A1079 (York-
Hull road) and the A64 (Leeds-
Scarborough road) and Monks 
Cross 2 miles NE of York, near 
the junction of the A1237 (York 
northern ring road) and the A64 
(Leeds-Scarborough road)

Thanks to Lewis Outing CPAGB LRPS, York PS for this  information 
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I suppose I would be about twelve when I took my first photograph.  It was of 
boats in Bridlington harbour, and was taken with a Kodak Box Brownie.  A    
Kodak ‘Coronet’ followed, using 120 film, (wow medium format!).  I remember it 
had a little sliding gizmo in front of the lens, which was either a close up facility 
or a yellow filter.  This was really living. 

35mm arrived in 1967, and my first SLR, a Canon AE1 in 1980.  Until this time I 
had been self taught, shooting only colour slide (Kodachrome 64).  It proved a 
good grounding for learning composition and exposure for if you got these 
wrong you wasted a lot of film, and more importantly, ‘money’. 

I had embarked upon a night school course in 1979 and followed this with a 
GCE in photography in 1983. This lead me firmly into the darkroom, and the 
next few years saw me developing (sorry) the skills necessary to produce   
quality monochrome prints. 

Membership of Doncaster Camera Club soon followed and one season later I 
was promoted from beginner to intermediate; this was serious stuff.   I actually 
never entered the intermediate section as in a moment of weakness I joined the 
RPS and put in a panel of prints for a Licentiateship.  I was both amazed and 
delighted when it was successful and was declared and ‘advanced worker’ by 
the club.  This was when the fun began. 

Gerry Padgett asked me to judge the Normanton Presidents Trophy, my first 
ever judging.  It was a nerve wracking experience, and I dread to think how 
many Umms, Arhhs, and Nices I used.  I needed help, and this came in the 
form of the YPU Judges course.  Having been given all the tips and fixes, I   
embarked upon a judging ‘career’ which has eventfully taken me onto the PAGB 
list and has over the years allowed me to see some super images. 

By 1988 I decided to give the ARPS a go and although according to Bob Moore 
I was ‘close’ I still failed.  After some sound advice from Bob I succeeded in 
1989.  I then felt I had the necessary experience to make audiences suffer, by 
showing my work to them.  Over the years many hundreds of clubs have had to 
sit though one of my talks and listen to my bad jokes.  It is though something I 
enjoy immensely; after all it seems a pity to consign photographs to a storage 
box and not to let them be seen. 

By now I was serving on the YPU executive, and apart from a work enforced 
break in the late 90’s am still a member.  I was also asked to become a member 
of Gamma Photoforum, and am currently serving my third term a president of 
Doncaster Camera Club. 

Throughout the years I have always been supported by my wife Barbara.  She 
has spent many hours on her own whilst I was in the darkroom, and has sat 
through some of my talks on numerous occasions.  Now that is dedication.  She 
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acted as model for some of my early winning prints and became so well known 
that on occasions when we visited clubs with a print lecture, members          
recognised her immediately, whilst asking me if I was a new member!. 

Not being a computer whiz, producing digital photographic prints became a real 
challenge for me, with the move from ‘Darkroom to ‘Lightroom' proving very  
difficult.  Photoshop is such a massive programme and I was just a raw recruit. 
(sorry again). I am now further up the learning curve, but the top still looks a 
long way off. 

When not behind the camera I enjoy a game of golf, and play in our local      
billiards league. As I am within a couple of years of retiring, I hope that will give 
Barbara & I more time to travel and of course more time to take photos. 

So, some fifty years since that first photograph with the box brownie, what do I 
feel about the photographic aspect of my life? 

Well it’s allowed me to express the artistic side of my personality.  Something I 
couldn’t have done any other way, as I can’t draw for toffee.  It’s led me to look 
at the world differently through the lens, and continues to give me immense 
pleasure and satisfaction. 

Above all I have met some wonderful people and made life long friendships, 
and whilst cameras and equipment may be expensive, that is priceless.

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TRUSTEE INSURANCE 
Full details of the Trustee Insurance are now available for club members and 
committees to consider and will be available at our meeting on 6th March.  Clubs 
are being asked to consider taking advantage of this exceptionally cheap offer 
of insurance (annual subscription of £6 per club) and to indicate whether or not 
they will subscribe to the scheme as all clubs in the country must agree to be 
involved or the PAGB will be unable to take up the offer.  Virtually all of the  
Federations are in favour of the insurance but the YPU want to know how many 
of our clubs will be willing to subscribe. This item will be on the PAGB’s next 
meeting agenda and a decision may be made to increase the PAGB club     
subscriptions by £6 in order to ensure that all clubs are adequately insured. 

E-NEWS 
Rod Wheelans will be circulating in the next free e-newsletter details of the 
Trustee Insurance package and the advantages for all clubs to be covered by 
the scheme.  The newsletter is now reaching upwards of 10,000 club members 
so it’s a great way to keep in touch with what is going on in the PAGB.  Anyone 
who would like to receive e-news may register by e-mail to rod@creative-
camera.co.uk. 

2010 PAGB PRINT EXHIBITION 
The YPU will be the organising Federation for this exhibition and will be exhibit-
ing it this year in July.  York Photographic Society will be hosting the event. 

FIAP DISTINCTIONS (AFIAP and EFIAP) 
Although there have been a couple of hiccups along the way it is now official 
that members applying for their AFIAP or EFIAP can count acceptances in the 
same salon in different years. For example, Smethwick 2009 and Smethwick 
2010 are different salons.  This ruling, together with the other new rules, for  
example, allowing members to gain the award after only entering international 
competitions over one year makes it very much easier for you to obtain an 
AFIAP or EFIAP.  Now’s the time to start entering! 

THE PAGB GREAT BRITISH CUP 
Despite only two judges being able to make the adjudication on the day        
because of bad weather local judges were found from Dumfries and Carluke. 
Unfortunately, no judges were found for the judging of the Natural History    
competition and the judging was postponed until February. Wigan 10 won the 
competition for larger clubs and Tamworth the smaller clubs. Both clubs were 
the winners last year. Two CD’s showing the highlights from the competitions 
will be available later in the year.  

It was agreed that entry into this competition counts towards individual club 
member’s involvement in their Federation. (There is a requirement that before 
being accepted for an award of CPAGB,DPAGB or MPAGB club members are 
required to have supported their Federation for two years – for most people this 
is by entering the YPU’s Annual Exhibition).
